RESOLVED:

The Secretary reminded the Committee that the Civil Aviation Act empowered the Airport Company to appoint the Chairman of the Committee (and Vice-Chairman).  The Company’s appointee need not be an existing Member of the Committee.  The Company had not elected to appoint the Chairman in recent years, though the current Vice-Chairman was appointed by the Managing Director.  If the Managing Director decided he did not wish to make the appointment of Chairman on this occasion, the Secretary would invite Members to submit written nominations for the office of Chairman in the normal manner.
Robin Tudor confirmed that the Managing Director was content to follow previous procedure and leave the appointment of the Chairman to the Committee. The Airport Company were happy to re-appoint Marshall Morris as Vice-Chairman of the Consultative Committee and Chairman of the Noise Monitoring Sub-Committee.

Dennis Knowles had confirmed that, if nominated, he was willing to stand again as Chairman.

Marshall Morris confirmed that he was content to continue as Vice-Chairman of the Consultative Committee and Chairman of the Noise Monitoring Sub-Committee.
