3 MATTERS ARISING

Members received a report updating them on Matters Arising from previous meetings of the Committee and its Sub-Committees.

· Signage to the Airport from a Northerly Approach 

The Secretary to update Members on the latest position regarding signage to the Airport from a Northerly approach (reference Minute 27 – Consultative Committee – 11 October 2002).

· Airport PSZs/Contours 

A map detailing the Airport PSZs/Contours (reference Minute 27 –  Consultative Committee – 11 October 2002) – was tabled at the meeting.  Members noted that the issue would be referred to later in the meeting under the Quarterly Business Report.

· Third Party Cover for Light Aircraft 

Further to Minute 28 of the Committee meeting of 11 October 2002

regarding 'Uninsured use of private aircraft', Members noted  that the matter had been discussed with the Airport's insurance advisors who had explained that it was mandatory by law that all aircraft had Third party insurance cover.

Evidence of such cover was required in order to obtain the relevant

Licence from the CAA to operate such aircraft.  It was agreed that the Committee would be updated at the next meeting on the vetting procedures regarding licensing of aircraft and pilots including the insurance dimension for incoming aircraft.

· Mileage Allowance

Further to Minute 16 of the GP Sub-Committee meeting on 15 November 2002, the Airport confirmed that the following company mileage rates would be claimable by those Committee/Sub Committee Members unable to claim travel expenses from the organisation they were representing.

Vehicles with engines up to 1,000 cc = 28p per mile

Vehicles with engines between 1001 to 1,500 cc = 35p per mile

Vehicles with engines over 1,500 cc = 45p per mile

The rates would apply for members attending either the main or Sub

Committee meetings.  Should public transport be used, expenses would be reimbursed upon production of a valid receipt.

Claims would need to be submitted in writing to R. Tudor who would organise for

the Airport Company to forward a cheque for the relevant amount.

REVIEW OF TERMS OF REFERENCE AND MEMBERSHIP OF THE CONSULTATIVE COMMITTEE, GENERAL PURPOSES SUB-COMMITTEE AND NOISE MONITORING SUB-COMMITTEE

The Committee received a report from the Secretary which reviewed the terms of reference and Membership of the main Committee, the General Purposes Sub-Committee and the Noise Monitoring Sub-Committee.  The General Purposes Sub-Committee had considered the report at its meeting on 15 November 2002 and had made recommendations to maintain the status quo in relation to the main Committee, its own Sub-Committee and that of the Noise Monitoring Sub-Committee.  


The Sub-Committee further discussed Membership and repeated non attendance, and were of the opinion that all Members should be informed of the Airport Company’s decision regarding travelling expenses, but should also be reminded of the need for good attendance.  The Sub-Committee agreed to make a recommendation to the main Committee that all Members should be informed that failure to attend meetings for a continuous twelve month period would result in the individual being removed from the Committee/Sub-Committee and that their nominating body would be asked to put forward a successor.

7 QUARTERLY BUSINESS REPORT

Upon introducing the Airport's quarterly report, the Managing Director, Mr Pakey formally introduced himself to the Committee and briefed Members on his background.  Before joining Peel Holdings three years ago he had worked for Manchester Airport for 15 years.

The Managing Director referred to Peter Nears’ recent appointment to the Board as Strategic Planning Director.  

Mr Nears tabled a copy of the Airport's Construction Management Plan which the Committee were encouraged to take away to digest over the following week and to forward any comments on the documentation to the Airport over the next week.

The issue of public safety zones was referred to with specific reference as to whether building works could take place within such an area.  Members were informed that this was a matter for determination by each Local Authority and was likely to depend upon what was being proposed.

With regards to future development of the Airport up to 6 million passengers per annum Members noted that projections reaching such a figure would need to be reported to a future meeting.

Reference was made to the current construction works at the Airport and the need to ensure that the contractors use of Speke Hall Avenue was safe.  The Strategic Planning Director agreed to remind contractors of safety issues.

The Managing Director referred to the fact that Peel Holdings was currently in negotiation with the Local Authority shareholders at Teesside Airport to become a strategic partner in Teesside Airport.

A copy of the Airport Passengers Survey 2002 (Summary of Analysis for the Airport Services Access Strategy) was circulated.  A Member advised that the decision regarding whether Virgin Trains (Inter-City) would stop at Allerton Interchange was yet to be decided.

It was agreed that a copy of the staff travel survey would be circulated at a future meeting.

For information purposes the Noise complaints log for the period 1 September –

15 December 2002 were circulated (as considered by the Noise Monitoring Sub-Committee at its meeting on 7 January 2003).  Members took account of the number and nature of the complaints and agreed that all complainants (where the initial response was by telephone) should be offered a formal confirmatory letter of response.

Members also had before them a report on the likely effect on the Airport and surrounding areas of the introduction of the night noise quota.
