QUARTERLY BUSINESS REPORT
Robin Tudor and Stephen Gaines presented the Airport Company’s quarterly business report.  
It was reported that the passenger through put for the period January to March 2006 had increased by 29% on the equivalent period last year.  The Airport was now the fastest growing airport in the UK.  easyJet had introduced three new services with a fourth to be launched in July.  Ryanair had confirmed that they would be flying to a number of new destinations in October when their two new aircraft arrived. 
The Master Plan was now expected to be published in mid-May** for an 8 week consultation period.  It was hoped that the document would be finalised and sent to the Department of Transport by late summer 2006.  

The Airport Company had submitted comments in response to the consultation on Liverpool City Council’s Core Strategy Development Plan Document Issues and Options Paper.  A response had also been made to the Merseyside Local Transport Plan, highlighting the importance of the Eastern Access Road and Transport Corridor to the Airport’s future development.
The opening of the Liverpool South Parkway interchange was scheduled for 11 June with an ‘official’ opening in July.  To encourage use of the interchange, automated rail ticket machines were planned at the Airport.
The Airport had received national media coverage from the visit of the US Secretary of State, Dr Condoleezza Rice and the Secretary of State for Foreign and Commonwealth Affairs, the Rt. Hon. Jack Straw MP.   BBC North West had recently broadcast ‘The Politics Show’ live from the Airport and had highlighted the Airport’s success in the low cost market.

EUROPEAN UNION DEVELOPMENTS ON PEOPLE WITH REDUCED MOBILITY (PRMs)
The Committee received a briefing paper on the new EU Directive –The Rights of Disabled Persons and Persons with Reduced Mobility When Travelling by Air.  These regulations would come in to force in May 2008 at the earliest.   Paragraph 6 of the new Directive specified that “as managing bodies of airports play a central role in providing services throughout their airports, they should be given overall responsibility”.  The assistance was to be provided without additional charge to disabled persons and persons with reduced mobility and with costs being recharged to each airline using the airport.

IMMIGRATION CONTROL AND HEALTH AND SAFETY AT THE AIRPORT
Pat Burns, Head of Security and Terminal Services, informed the Committee about the work carried out by the Security Staff and the Immigration Service at the Airport.  She reported that the Immigration Service had increased the number of staff at the Airport to help reduce the waiting time on inbound flights as a result of the new checks carried out on all passports.  Discussions would be held with the Services to see if the number of staff could be increased further during the peak times in the summer season.  The Airport’s Security Contractor was responsible for security checks on passengers and baggage.  There was a target of 20 minutes waiting time to process passengers through to the departure lounge.  At peak times all equipment was in operation to ensure the minimum waiting for passengers.

REVIEW OF AIRSPACE CHANGE PROCESS
Consultation papers had been received from the Director of the Civil Aviation Authority regarding a Review of the Airspace Change Process.    The Airspace Change Process had served well over the years but the increasing desire of the public to fly, the continued growth in commercial aviation and the public interest in the environmental impact had put strains on the process.  Also media interest and a Judicial Review had made present arrangements for changing UK Airspace no longer fit for purpose.  As a result, a review of the Process had been carried out and the CAA was now seeking views which would be used to further improve the proposals before finally deciding on the future Airspace Change Process.  
The Committee noted the position with the Consultation and understood that the Airport Company would be responding in their own right to the Consultation.   It was agreed that the Committee should receive a copy of their response for information at the next meeting.
