MATTERS ARISING


The Secretary notified the Committee of a number of Membership changes:
· The ABTA representative, Greg Dykes, had resigned and a new representative was awaited.

· Paul Ellison (FOLA Chairman) was the new FOLA representative, taking over from Marshall Morris, who still remained on the Committee as Vice-Chairman, by appointment of the Airport Company.
· Following the May elections two changes had been made to Councillor representatives.  Cllr Peter Byrne had replaced Cllr David Robinson for Cheshire County Council;  and 

· Cllr Francis Williams had replaced Cllr Bill Trickett for Lancashire County Council.
Some comments were made in relation to public transport connections to the airport, following on from the Halton Curve item.  The representative for South Wirral Community sought electrification of the Bidston line as far as Neston.  It was also noted that even a good bus route between Wirral/Chester to the airport would encourage residents of those areas to use Liverpool Airport  rather than Manchester, and to use public transport.  It was noted that there was no direct current link to South Liverpool from Wirral and a direct link to the airport would be difficult to achieve without bus service re-regulation and evaluation of costs.
Merseytravel was asked if there would be Lime Street / Liverpool South Parkway (LSP) train services that would also stop at Acton Bridge, Hartford and Winsford stations so people in these areas could access Liverpool Airport via the train buslink.  Merseytravel hoped to get the Strategic Rail Authority to amend the current Central Trains Services, so instead of an hourly semi-fast, and an ad hoc "express", there would be an hourly express to Birmingham and an hourly stopper to Crewe/Stoke/Wolverhampton - both of which would stop at LSP, and the latter at the other stations.

LIAISON GROUP OF UK AIRPORT CONSULTATIVE COMMITTEES – ANNUAL MEETING 2005


Liverpool John Lennon Airport had hosted the Liaison Group of UK Airport Consultative Committees Annual Meeting on 22 and 23 June.  The Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Committee had attended on both days along with the Secretariat to the Committee and representatives of the Airport Company.   
A written report of the Annual Meeting was included in the agenda for information and the Committee was briefed on the key issues arising.  The Annual Meeting and events had been very well received and there had been much positive feedback from attendees who had greatly appreciated the airport’s efforts in hosting the event.

5.
QUARTERLY BUSINESS REPORT

The Corporate Affairs Manager presented the Airport Company’s quarterly business report.   
The latest statistics on passenger numbers had been circulated and showed a continued increased throughput, which was already up 300,000 on last year.  It was noted that ‘flybe’ would be withdrawing its Glasgow service after the summer.
Work continued with the airport’s 2030 Masterplan.  Passenger forecasts by the airport’s consultants has indicated throughputs in the region of 10 mppa in 2016 and 14.5 mppa by 2030.  The draft 2030 Masterplan was expected to be ready for public consultation in September 2005 and to cover terminal expansion and runway extension plans, highway capacity improvements and an extension of the Speke Garston Coastal Reserve.   It was proposed and agreed that a special meeting of the Consultative Committee be called for September to consider this single item.
It was queried how the airport and surrounding transport infrastructure would cope with 10 mppa passenger throughput by 2016.  The Airport Company highlighted the importance of the development of Liverpool South Parkway as the main public transport hub for accessing the airport once it becomes operational in June 2006, which would provide rail access to the airport via a shuttle bus.  In addition it was hoped that road access would be improved by the proposed ‘Eastern Access Road’ and car parking extended (possibly via multi-storey provision at the front of the terminal), though levels would be capped by the local authority.

Continuing the discussion of transport issues, it was noted that the Merseytram Line 1 was under review following the Government (DfT) announcement not to provide further funds over and above the £170m already agreed. DfT contribution had risen to £238m.  Likewise Liverpool South Parkway was now not expected to be fully operational before June 2006.   In relation to bus services it was noted that Arriva would be taking over the 500 Express service soon and was looking to provide a much improved service with new vehicles and customer service trained drivers with foreign language skills.
RESOLVED:
That the report be noted and that a special meeting of the Consultative Committee be called for September to consider the draft Masterplan.

Airport Perimeter Security
The National Trust representative reported a number of recent incidents on Speke Hall property and along the coastal foreshore involving youths with firearms (believed to be high-powered airguns) shooting at lights in close proximity to the airport and runways.
