A representative of the Airport Company would be going to meet the person concerned in the near future.

The Airport Company would in future monitor repeat complaints and report the numbers of complainants to both the Noise Monitoring Sub Committee and the main Consultative Committee.  The Noise Monitoring Sub-Committee was requested to look into the policy for responding to repeat complaints in the future to strike a balance between information, action and resources.

QUARTERLY BUSINESS REPORT
The Corporate Affairs Manager presented the Airport Company’s quarterly business report.  
There had been a 33% increase in passenger throughput over June – September, and the airport was on target for approximately 4.4 million passengers for the whole year.  However, there were issues with some carriers that had suffered drops in passenger numbers.

The Masterplan was still being developed and some changes were expected to the version seen by the Consultative Committee at its last meeting.  The deadline for submission to the DfT had been extended.  Public consultation of the final draft Masterplan was now expected to commence in December.

The following responses were given to members’ questions:

The importance of a Heathrow slot to Liverpool John Lennon Airport was acknowledged, but the Airport Company explained that this was unlikely to be obtained due to the lack of available slots and the disinterest of the major airlines.

It was explained that some airport shops were currently unoccupied as they were in the process of being re-let, which for legal and other reasons took about 3 – 4 months before new tenants were in place.

Fly-tipping was noted as a continuing problem.  It was felt by some members that there had been no noticeable reduction in the problem over the past 6 months, despite the Airport Company working closely with Liverpool City Council and Halton Borough Council to address this issue.

A decision on the Merseytram project was expected soon.

RAIL ACCESS ROUTES TO LIVERPOOL SOUTH PARKWAY


Alex Naughton reported that there was no timetable available yet for LSP, but discussions were on going with a number of operators to agree contracts.  Discussions were also ongoing about a bus link to the airport from LSP.  There was concern from the Committee that at the request of Arriva this looked like being let on a commercial basis as an extension of the 86 route, rather than as a dedicated shuttle bus.  Members queried how passengers heading for the airport would store luggage on a normal bus service.  It was felt that the Committee’s concerns on this issue should be raised with Merseytravel.

The Merseytravel representative said that the regulations in force specified that if a private company wanted to run a commercial service along a route then Merseytravel could not tender for a subsidized service to run in competition with it.


The Committee agreed to consider the LSP issues further at the January meeting of the Committee and requested that the Secretariat to look into holding the meeting at, or visiting LSP, with members parking at the airport and being transported to LSP by bus.
