3
AIRPORT DRAFT MASTER PLAN

Stephen Gaines reported that the ten week consultation period for the Draft Master Plan had closed on 29 September.  The Draft Master Plan had been publicised through press conferences, public exhibitions, briefing to local councils, parish councils and businesses and via the Airport website.  Over 1000 responses had been received in the form of feedback cards, postcards, letters and email.  These responses were now being analysed and the results of the consultation would be issued and shared with the Committee as soon as practical.

QUARTERLY BUSINESS REPORT
Andrew Dutton and Stephen Gaines presented the Airport Company’s quarterly business report.

It was reported that passenger throughput for the three months July to September 2006 showed an increase of 7.27% on the equivalent period last year.    easyJet had seen an increase in passenger numbers of 2.79% on the same three months last year.  Their new routes to Faro, Marseille, Mahon and Krakow were performing in line with expectations.  As a result of easyJet Liverpool fleet’s conversion to the Airbus A319 aircraft a number of rotations had been cancelled over the past quarter and crewing difficulties had also been experienced.  Ryanair had continued their expansion at the Airport and had taken delivery of two new aircraft at the beginning of October, which had resulted in the launch of a further 11 routes including daily services to Aberdeen and Inverness and in December would be launching services to Grenoble and Salzburg.  VLM had seen a significant decline in passenger numbers compared to the previous quarter and had now reduced the weekday frequency to three services and had cancelled weekend services.  flyglobespan.com had confirmed that the daily service to New York  would be to JKF airport, and had announced that it would be operating a weekly service from Liverpool to Toronto – Hamilton in May 2007.  
Freight and Mail levels for this quarter, when compared with the same period in 2005, had decreased by 25%.  As a result of the runway works there would be no freight and mail operations during the night time period.

Members were informed of the aircraft accident earlier in the week involving a Cessna light aircraft which had come down in a field next to the Airport.  The Airport’s fire tenders had responded to the incident and this had led to the Airport being closed for 52 minutes and three incoming fights being diverted. 

The July aviation terrorist threats had meant further heightened security at the Airport and this had caused occasional lengthy queues and some delays at peak times.  Security costs had trebled at the Airport in the last five years and these costs were absorbed by the Airport Company.  The Secretary reported that the issue was a national one and this matter had been debated at the Annual Meeting of Airport Consultative Committee earlier in the year.
A micro wind turbine was being installed on the Administration Office Building to help promote the understanding of the effects on the primary radar of such devices and also to examine the potential contribution wind energy could make in terms of alternative energy supply at the airport in the future.

RUNWAY PROJECT
Marcus Scrafton gave a presentation on the refurbishment and strengthening of the runway, shoulders and ancillary facilities.  The runway had been constructed in 1966 and the concrete and asphalt were now towards the end of their life spans.  The runway lights were also in need of an upgrade and would be replaced as part of the work.  The work had commenced on 1 October and continues until March 2007.  The runway was closed each night from 11.30 pm to 6 am and handed over to the Contractors to carry out their work.
