MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING


RESOLVED:

NOISE COMPLAINTS LOG – UPDATE BY LIVERPOOL AIRPORT

Members considered the Noise Complaints Log for the period 1 June 2006 – 30 September 2006.  C Barnes gave a presentation to the Committee which included an analysis of the noise complaints by day and area, total number of complaints compared to the pervious year, number of complaints and complainants for each month and the number of engine tests carried out in the period.  
Nine complaints had been received on 5 June as the result of an RAF Tornado undertaking a familiarisation visit, with the majority being received following its departure.  More complaints had been received in the period July to September than in the previous year which may have been because of the hot weather in July and increased publicity from the Draft Master Plan consultation process.
Cllr Keaveney reported that she often received complaints from her constituents in Speke and Garston but she could not get them to complain directly to the Airport.  She suggested that an article be placed in the local community newspaper highlighting how the Airport can be contacted and would pass the relevant contact details to the Airport.

NIGHT CLOSURE RUNWAY WORKS - UPDATE
Work on upgrading the Runway had commenced on 1 October.  The Management Contractors – Amec, and the Airport Company had sent out a newsletter to local households which contained their contact details for enquiries and an explanation about what was being undertaken.  To date no complaints had been received about noise of the runways works.

AIRPORT DRAFT MASTER PLAN - UPDATE
The 10 week consultation period had closed on 29 September.  The Draft Master Plan had been publicised through press conferences, public exhibitions, briefing to local parish councils and businesses and via the Airport website.  Over 1000 responses had been received.  These responses were now being analysed and a leaflet with the results of the consultation would be issued in due course.
Cllr Crawford raised his concerns that it appeared that a number of properties in Hale may not have received a copy of the Draft Master Plan Summary Leaflet through their doors; also that he believed that aircraft were 30ft lower over Hale in the last couple of months.  The Airport commented that the summary leaflet was just one method used in the Consultation and the Airport had attended three separate events in the village to discuss the Airport proposals.  There was no reason for aircraft to be lower but it would be investiagated.
