INTERIM MONITORING OF MANCHESTER AIRPORT SECTION 106 
AGREEMENT

The Committee considered a report outlining the continued monitoring of the Section 106 Agreement and any key issues.  A report on the full Annual Review that was prepared by the Airport in conjunction with the County Council would be submitted to the County Council’s Executive Member for Environment in September.  
The key issues arising from the Agreement included:-
· Sound Insulation Grant Scheme 
· Community Obligations –  Community Trust Fund 
· Noise and Night Flying;

· Track Keeping;

· Public Transport 
· Environmental Works 


Members reported that some aircraft approaches were far noisier than take-offs. It was noted that all incidences of noise control had to be considered and monitored by the Airport.  It was noted that the full report to the Executive would be available on the County Council’s website.

GROUND TRANSPORT UPDATE


The report of the Capacity Planning Manager was presented by John Twigg,  Planning & Infrastructure Director, which 
brought Members up to date with progress on the Airport’s surface access 
projects and issues. These were included under the following headings

· Third Rail Platform - due to open December 2008

· Rail services

· Employee Travel Planning

· Car Sharing - To encourage this further, another 12 dedicated car share bays have been made available in "desirable" parking areas.

· Rail Discount Cards

· Metrolink – 
Members discussed the difficulties experienced in the provision of a improved rail to the Airport especially from the south, caused mainly by line capacity issues. 

Ruth Kelly, Secretary of State for Transport had recently announced that Greater Manchester’s TIF bid for investment in the city–region’s public transport system had been approved for programme entry by the Department for Transport and Members noted the position which was very much linked to the outcome of the congestion charges consultation exercise being undertaken by AGMA, and that a local referendum may follow the consultation exercise. Details were on GMPTA’s website.

It was reported that the contract for Phase 3A of the Metrolink extension had now been let and work would start shortly. However the line to the Airport would not arise until Phase 3B as part of the TIF programme.
