INTERIM MONITORING OF THE MANCHESTER AIRPORT SECTION 106 AGREEMENT


The report introduced the results of the continued monitoring of the Section 106 Agreement and highlighted the key issues identified so far.  The purpose of the report was to allow an opportunity for the Committee to make any comments prior to the completion of the review.

The full annual review of the Agreement prepared by the Airport Company in consultation with the County Council, would be attached as an Appendix to the main report which would be considered by the County Council’s Executive Member in September.

The following key issues were identified in the text of the report::-

· Sound Insulation Grant Scheme

· Community Obligations

· Noise and Night Flying

· Track Keeping

· Environmental Impact

· Public Transport

· Environmental Works

On the issue of public transport, Members noted that GMPTE was not the only body to lead on the campaign to persuade the Government to release £520m for transport improvements in Manchester.

It was also noted that the County Council had begun a process of reviewing the content and extent of the Section 106 Agreement.

MANCHESTER AIRPORT MASTER PLAN

A report was submitted by John Twigg, Planning and Infrastructure Director on the Manchester Airport Master Plan to 2030 that was released for public consultation on 5th July 2006.


The Airport Company had prepared long-term strategy documents for many years. The first Development Strategy to 1995 was published in 1982. The more recent Draft Development Strategy to 2015 was published for public consultation in 2003. This document set out the Airport’s development needs and also formed part of the Airport’s contribution to Government’s national consultation ‘The Future Development of Air Transport in the United Kingdom.


The Manchester Airport Master Plan consisted of 5 related documents. The Draft Master Plan to 2030 set out the strategic context for the Airport’s growth and included some of the key challenges and opportunities. It is set in the context of the Airport possibly handling around 50 million passengers a year. 

Accompanying the Master Plan were four detailed action plans and it was stressed that the documents were a related group which covered; 
· Land Use

· Environment, Community and Ground Transport 
· The Environment Plan
· Ground Transport Strategy 
The Land Use Plan focused on maximising the use of capacity and using new technology
The Community Plan sets the Airport as a key component of the Wythenshawe Strategic Regeneration Framework.

The Environment Plan included a range of policies and targets. 

The Ground Transport Strategy set out the key issues to increase the levels of public transport use and to control the growth in airport road traffic. 

Members had received a summary document of the Master Plan. The public consultation would run until the 29th September, and views were sought from a wide range of organisations, groups and individuals. Consideration of comments made would follow and a final Master Plan publication (along with the action plans) by the end of 2006.
Members asked that the following issues be considered and captured carefully by the Airport Company for future planning and to include within the confines of the documentation:-

· Climate issues

· CO2 emissions

· pollution

· expansion plans

· land use within Green Belt

· difficult forecasting/predicting trends

· fuel availability and tax issues
