CIVIL AVIATION BILL

The Civil Aviation Bill was introduced to Parliament on 9 June which aimed to fulfil a number of commitments contained in the Aviation White Paper. If approved, the Bill would strengthen a range of measures available to airports for dealing with aircraft noise charging, emissions charging and remove certain restrictions on public airports companies. 
A brief summary report was considered by Members of the measures contained in the Bill. The Bill received its second reading in Parliament on 27 June, and was to progress through Committee and Report stages in July. It was anticipated that the Bill could become law within the next 2-3 months.
