MEMBERSHIP AND ATTENDANCE

Members noted the attendance report from the Secretary and received a briefing from Councillor Jamie Macrae.
2
LOCAL GOVERNMENT REORGANISATION


The Committee received a report from the secretary dealing with Local Government Reorganisation in Cheshire and the issues to be addressed.
Following discussions between the Airport Company and the Shadow Councils it was proposed that the future representation from the Cheshire area should be Cheshire East (three) and Cheshire West and Chester (one).  In addition, Warrington Borough Council had expressed an interest in membership, and it was proposed that it should also be offered one place on the Committee.  One substitute per authority is allowed under the Consultative Committee’s Constitution.  

It was proposed that the Local Authority Trustees on the Community Trust Fund (CTF) for the Cheshire area should be Cheshire East (one) and Cheshire West and Chester (one).  In addition, it was suggested that one Tameside Trustee should also be appointed.

The Chairmanship of the CTF rotates annually between the Airport Company and the County Council and as Cheshire East is the successor Authority under the S106 Agreement, it was proposed that the Local Authority Chairman should always be the Cheshire East representative. 

If agreed the Committee would need to re-allocate places on the Advisory Groups as suggested below with Group representation depending upon experience or interest:-

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The Constitution of the Consultative Committee and the Community Trust Fund Instrument would both require amendment to reflect the new arrangements
These changes would also have to be reflected in the provisions of the S106 agreement which would be subject to review over the next 2 years. It was agreed that the CTF representation should be considered as part of this review.
Since its inception, secretarial and other support to the Committee and Advisory Groups had been provided by Cheshire County Council, through the appointment of an appropriate officer to act as Secretary, with support.  
Under the Civil Aviation Act 1982 it is the responsibility of the Airport Company to ensure that the Committee is provided with suitable and effective support.  Cheshire East Council has indicated that it is interested in taking on this role subject to agreeing financial arrangements with the Airport Company and was preparing a proposal.

WASTE AND RECYCLING UPDATE
Members received a report from Sue Hodnett, Environmental Adviser on the current issues and initiatives concerning waste and recycling at the airport.

Some of the current initiatives were:-

· All waste source separated on site, giving a high quality material for recycling, but meaning a reliance on willingness to recycle. 
· Currently conducting a waste strategy review to identify options treatment and residual waste.

· Focussing on three major waste minimisation and recycling projects that should all be up and running by the end of the financial year:

· Segregation of waste discarded by passengers at outbound control due to liquids ban (around 400 tonnes per year), removal of liquid to enable plastic bottles to be recycled.

·  Proposed purchase of over 100 sets of recycling bins for the terminals following trials and work to identify effective suitable recycling bins
· Working with airlines to encourage them to separate material for recycling on-board and setting up facilities to sort the material. 
It was proposed to give the Committee a detailed presentation in April on waste and recycling performance including an update on these projects.

Members received a progress report by Bob Longworth Capacity Planning Manager relating to Ground Transport as previously submitted to Users Group - which brought Members up to date on the Airport’s surface access, projects and specific issues. These were included under the following headings:-
