AIRPORT WASTE MANAGEMENT 


The Committee received a presentation by Sue Hodnett, Environment Advisor, on Airport Waste Management.  It was reported that the Airport generated 8200 tonnes of waste a year and had set a target to recycle 50% of the waste by 2015 and by 2030 all waste to be recycled or recovered.   At present 1700 tonnes (21%) of waste was recycled - 750 tonnes of paper, 200 tonnes of bottles, 500 tonnes of cardboard and 230 tonnes of pallets.  Any unclaimed lost property such as buggies, along with blankets and furniture were donated to local groups and charities.  A plastic bottle baler had been purchased by the Airport and would be used to extract the liquid from plastic bottles collected as a result of the liquid ban and would allow 50 tonnes of plastic to be recycled.  To further reduce plastic waste, public drinking fountains were being installed in each of the three passenger terminals.
The Vice Chairman thanked Sue Hodnett for her presentation.

GROUND TRANSPORT UPDATE

The report of the Capacity Planning Manager was presented by John Twigg, Planning and Infrastructure Director, which brought Members up to date on the Airport’s surface access, projects and issues.  These were included under the following headings:

Members commented on some of the issues and particularly in relation to rail timetables and a direct link road to the Airport from the A6 at Hazel Grove (SEMMMS). A funding package was under consideration by AGMA which would include a contribution from the Airport. The proposals would be subject to a Public Inquiry.

Mr Cornish reported that the Airport would be donating £100,000, in accordance with the Section 106 agreement, to the Community Trust Fund this year instead of the £150,000 that it had done so in the previous year as the Trust Fund had a healthy balance at present.
It was reported that work had commenced on the planning for the major refurbishment of Runway 23R/05L in 2010.  The project would involve up to 8 months of night closure with Runway 2 utilised instead.  A programme of works was anticipated by June 2009 and this would be reported to the Committee and the Technical Advisory Group. 
Members asked a number of questions, to which Mr Cornish responded, relating to the day to day operations of the Airport including litter in perimeter area; delays in the commencement of the contract with Professional Chauffeur Services; and the conclusions of ANASE study on the effects of noise.

COMMUNITY TRUST FUND ANNUAL REPORT 2008-09
The Committee received the annual report for the Community Trust Fund for 2008/09.
The Trustees had considered 87 applications during the year and had pledged a total of £192,484.85 to 72 community projects. Over the last year Trustees had attended 13 celebrations or opening events in relation to successful applicants

The Trust promoted its grants in a variety of ways including the Community Relations quarterly e-newsletter, the Community Relations Outreach Programme, and this year a new poster publicising the Fund had been produced and distributed widely.  The Administrator had also attended a number of publicity events on behalf of the Community Trust.
