CATE - CENTRE FOR AIR TRANSPORT AND ENVIRONMENT
The Committee received a presentation by Dr Callum Thomas, Chair for Sustainable Aviation, Manchester Metropolitan University. The main topics covered were:

AIR TRANSPORT WHITE PAPER – PREPARATION OF AIRPORT MASTER PLAN


A report updated Members on the preparation of an Airport “Master Plan” as 
suggested in the Government’s White Paper for Aviation published in December 2003.


The Aviation White Paper set a policy framework for the development of the industry 
up to 2030.  For each of the UK Airports it set out guidance on their future role, scale, 
development requirements and the issues that would need to be addressed.


The White Paper also gave guidance and made recommendations about issues common to all airports across the country.  In particular, it suggested that airports should prepare plans setting out how they would develop and deal with environmental and other issues.  Government asked that these plans and policies covered the period up to 2030, but acknowledged that beyond 2015 far less detail could reliably be given.

The Government also asked that if the full “Master Plan” to 2030 was not available by the end of 2004, then a high level “Statement of Intent” be produced instead.  It expected that the full set of plans would be available by the end of 2005.

The Airport Company submitted its high level Statement of Intent earlier this year setting out how it intended to take forward the major issues for Manchester highlighted by the Government.  The Statement was considered by Members and comments made were noted by the Airport. Members would continue to be updated as matters were progressed.
