GUIDANCE ON THE PREPARATION OF AIRPORT MASTER PLANS

This Guidance had been published by the DfT on 13 July and a copy had been circulated subsequently to all Members of the Committee.

The Sub-Committee was advised by Alastair McDermid (Project Director, Stansted Generation 2 Project) and Chris Butler (Director of Business Development and Planning) that it was the intention to produce a Master Plan for Stansted by the end of December 2004.  It was not certain, however, that this would be in its final form, given the level of detail required and the need to link the work to that on Generation 2, which is running to a different timescale.

Officers now reiterated to the Committee that it would not be possible to produce a final plan within the deadline proposed by the DfT.  STAL would seek to have the final Plan prepared by the time the next planning application (for about 35 mppa) is submitted – during the Spring of 2005.

Representatives of local Councils stressed the need for the Plan to be prepared as quickly as possible and for:

-
an interim Plan to be available by 31 December if at all possible; and 

-
progressive consultation to be undertaken with both stakeholders and the general public during the period August 2004 – March 2005.

The Sub-Committee will hold a watching brief on this subject and respond urgently to any consultations undertaken by STAL.

DEVELOPMENT TO SERVE 25 MILLION PASSENGERS PER ANNUM

The Committee also considered the monitoring report for the existing S106 agreement which was prepared for the meeting of the District Council’s Stansted Airport Advisory Panel on 26 July 2004.   This was updated orally at the meeting by Mr Wilcock.  The Panel’s reports will now be submitted to the Committee for information on a regular basis.

The following points were noted:

(a)
Parliament has agreed to abolish the need for parliamentary approval to be sought for the number of PATMs at the airport.  Responsibility for setting a figure of ATMs now rests with the District Council, which will be consulting widely on what should be the appropriate figure.

(b)
The car park levy continues to be collected and is used to pump prime public transport initiatives.  Free passes issued by BAA plc are not currently subject to payment of the levy.

(c)
The plans for the slip roads from the north are still at a draft stage and have not yet been agreed with the Highways Agency.  Plans can be provided to Members on request.

81.
PARISH COUNCIL BRIEFING PROGRAMME

The decision to hold these face-to-face meetings was welcomed by the Committee.

Meetings with other Parish Councils are likely and local Members of STACC will be advised of dates and venues.  The Committee encouraged Councils to hold meetings jointly if possible, to maximise coverage and to diminish any unnecessary workload on STAL’s officers.

HOME OWNER SUPPORT SCHEME

In response to questions from Members, STAL officers explained how the questionnaire used by MORI was drawn up.  A copy can be made available to any Member on request.

There is only anecdotal evidence at present of the effect on local house prices.

FINANCIAL PLANNING

In response to questions from Members, the Managing Director explained the financial planning arrangements adopted by a company such as BAA plc.  These can include planning over periods as long as 30 years.

He also commented on more immediate issues, such as charging for services provided.

PASSENGER SERVICE GROUP: MEETING ON 28 JULY 2004

The Chairman of the Group gave an oral report on the issues considered by the Group at its meeting earlier in the day.

POTENTIAL MERGER OF STACC COMMUNITY FUND AND STANSTED AIRPORT COMMUNITY TRUST FUND

The Committee considered a report (ST/21/04) by the Secretary, inviting views on whether the Committee would support a merger of these two Funds.  In practice, a merger would means that the work of the Community Fund would be subsumed into that of the Trust Fund.  In these circumstances, the Fund’s trustees would no doubt wish to consider the geographical area and remit covered by the combined Fund.  Care would be needed to ensure that the present range of potential beneficiaries is preserved.

FLIGHT OPERATIONS COMMITTEE (FOC)

The Group was advised of issues discussed at the last FOC meeting.

88.
MOBILE NOISE MONITORS

The Group was informed that the report for the placement of the mobile monitor in Harlow had been distributed.  It shows an improvement in the position since the previous meeting (when Chapter 2 aircraft were still in operation).

It was agreed to place a mobile noise monitor at a site previously visited in the year 2000 at Much Hadham, to obtain data for August, September and October 2004.

89.
FIXED NOISE MONITORS

The Group was advised that the landowner of the second site at Chickney Villas had been approached by BAA and had advised that he wished to place this offer in the hands of his land agent.  Currently, BAA awaits contact from the land agent.

90.
CONTINUOUS DESCENT APPROACHES (CDAs) TO RUNWAY 23

The Group was advised that CDA adherences during a 24-hour period in April, May and June were 79.38%, 79.03% and 79.83%, respectively. During the nighttime period (23:30 – 06:00) these figures were 78.26%, 69.44% and 74.56%, respectively.  The target is 76%.

The Group received a presentation entitled ‘Night Time CDAs to Runway 05’ from Andrew Burke of NATS.  Data had been collected over the previous six months, from December 2003 to May 2004, to show the percentage of nighttime CDAs performed to runway 05.  This was not a mandatory procedure as there are restrictions due to current airspace capacity.  The data showed that, although CDAs to runway 05 during the night time period (23:00 – 06:00), were taking place on an ad hoc basis, because of the presence of other airways this could not become a mandatory procedure, as it is with arrivals to runway 23, although CDAs should be offered by controllers where ever possible.  The Group agreed to look at data for a further six months.

91.
TRACK KEEPING SURCHARGES

The Group was advised of eight surcharges made – two in April, three in May and three in June 2004, respectively.  A new table was presented to the Group showing all deviations, including those by airlines working with STAL or due to weather avoidance.  These statistics showed that for April, May and June, those airlines working with STAL recorded deviations of 11,11 and 7, respectively (under 0.1% of total departures), while deviations due to weather avoidance totalled 31,17 and 24 during April, May and June, respectively (0,4%, 0.2%, and 0.3% of total departures).

92.
TRACK KEEPING PERFORMANCE

The Group was advised that the overall off track (i.e. out of swathe) statistics were 1.36% for April, 6.29% for May and 13.28% for June.  In the corresponding months of 2003 the figures were 1.68%, 1.58% and 1.3%, respectively.

The high figures were due to a problem experienced with the track keeping on DVR-R.  The cause was traced to data supplied as a navigational guide for pilots.  The specialist supplier amended the incorrect data and issued it at the earliest opportunity following BAA’s investigation.

The Committee was advised that track keeping levels have now returned to normal.  About 20 complaints can be attributed to this error.

Members noted the increasing level of importance pilots now place on good compliance with track keeping.

93.
NOISE INFRINGEMENTS

The Group noted that there were two noise infringements for the second quarter of 2004 (one in April and one in June).

In the same quarter for 2003 there were four infringements.

94.
NIGHT QUOTA STATISTICS

The Group noted that, for the period 28 Match to 3 July 2004 inclusive, 38.6% of the quota points available were used up (1,980 out of 5,127 points), while 32.2% of available movements were used (2,254 out of 7,000).

95.
ENGINE RUNNING

The Group was advised that there were two complaints about engine runs at Stansted during the second quarter of 2004.

96.
MISSED APPROACHES

The Group noted a slight increase for June 2004.  NATS confirmed this was due to weather conditions and nothing significant.  As a whole, these represented 0.14% of traffic.

97.
NPR ROUTES

The Group received a map produced by STAL, showing each NPR route and a breakdown of the percentage of aircraft type by QC value flying that route.  The Group found this very useful.

98.
ANMAC

Norman Mead outlined the agenda for the ANMAC meeting due on 29 July.  A report on that meeting will be given at this Committee’s next meeting.

To enable comparisons to be made between complaints and the volume of aircraft movements, figures are given for the total number of take offs and landings by runway direction for each month.  These figures are taken from the air traffic control log sheets.

Analysis of Complaints

Number of Events

The number of individual events complained about within the stated period.

Events relating to specific aircraft departures

The number of events that, following investigation, have been found to be about departing aircraft from Stansted.

Events relating to specific aircraft arrivals

The number of events that, following investigation, have been found to be about aircraft arriving at Stansted.

Events as a percentage of total movements

The number of events found to be about aircraft departures/arrivals as a percentage of total aircraft movements.

Events relating to other complaint types

The number of events that, following investigation, have been found to be about other aspects of Stansted’s operations.

Confirmed off track events

The number of events that, following investigation, have been found to be in contravention of the DfT Noise Preferential Route (NPR) regulations.

Noise infringements

The number of aircraft that have infringed the DfT noise limits.

How contacts were made: Total

The total number of times the Flight Evaluation Unit (FEU) has been contacted.

Number of complainants

The number of individuals who made the above contacts.

The number of contacts will always be equal or less than the number of events (one contact may deal with more than one event) while the number of complainants will always be equal or less than the number of contacts (a complainant may make more than one contact during the month).

Subject of Complaints Received

Events per subject 

The total number of events received that have been included in this subject.

Complaints per subject

The total number of complaints received that have included events relating to this subject.

Complainants per subject

The total number of individuals who have made a contact.

The total number of complainants per subject may not tally with the total number of complainants, as one event may be about more than one subject.

Complaints by Parish

This shows the number of events by parish based upon the postcodes provided by the complainants.  The “other” catches all events that have been logged in the system but fall outside the parish boundaries.

Multiple Complaints as a Percentage of Monthly Totals

This table shows the number of events complained about by individuals who are deemed to be multiple complainers.  These individuals complain about at least 30 events in every month and their events are not included in the other tables to prevent them unduly affecting the statistics.  The table shows the total number of events (including  those in the other tables), the number of events attributed to the multiple complainants and these multiple events as a percentage of the total number of events.

MANAGING DIRECTOR’S REPORT

INTRODUCTION

Our business over the last quarter has continued to be driven by the nature of the dynamic low cost aviation industry we serve.  The spectacular levels of growth we have experienced in recent years are beginning to revert to more realistic and sustainable –but not less impressive – levels.  On average, over the past four years, passenger numbers have increased by 2.3 million per annum; and, taking compound growth over the past five years, the figures show passenger numbers virtually doubling.

There are now 54 airlines across Europe offering low-cost fares, and this accounts for almost 30% of the capacity in Europe. Of those airlines 20 are customers of Stansted, and in the last year alone, 15 new routes, including one to Vancouver, have been introduced, accounting for over 200,000 additional passengers.

In June, Stansted welcomed its 20 millionth passenger in a year to fly through the airport and, while we confidently predict passenger numbers will continue to increase, they will do so at a more realistic pace, but at a level that allows our plans for growth and development to remain firmly in place.

The contribution Stansted makes to the economic wellbeing of the Eastern Region has received further robust and enthusiastic support from the local business community, and we continue to promote the airport as the region’s principal ‘enterprise hub’.

SUMMARY OF CURRENT ISSUES

Development to serve 25 million passengers per annum 

We are delivering a significant range of benefits to the local community, triggered by our growth towards 25 million passengers per annum (mppa).  These include:

· By means of a unilateral section 106 agreement with Uttlesford District Council, we have brought forward an air transport movement (ATM) limit of 241,000 ATMs per annum including, for the first time, up to 22,500 cargo ATMs.  This had not been due to come into force until the opening of the terminal extension.

· We will submit a planning application for the airport’s public transport interchange by the end of October.  We will be working with the Highways Agency over the construction of direct slip roads from the north which will be open by the end of December 2006.

We will open, by the end of September, our second noise pen for the testing of aircraft engines.  The pen consists of a 15m high noise wall and an angled protective screen.

· We are continuing to discuss with Uttlesford District Council proposals for a suitable site for a Visitors’ Centre.  Our plans to bring this forward and locate the facility in Endeavour House, with the provision of a display and information area, as well as a viewing facility and lecture room, with the emphasis on easy access to the public, were not accepted by the Development Control Committee.  Alternative sites will be reviewed.

· We have contributed towards new traffic signalling on the A120 at Little Hadham, and we have undertaken a bus and coach study into possible new routes, one of which – the National Express Service to Stratford – has already started.  In September we will be monitoring traffic on roads within five miles of the airport, and residents are continuing to help us with information about anti-social car parking through our ‘freephone’ hotline – 0800 731 2385.

· We are pressing ahead for an early start with the Community Trust Fund, into which we are paying £100,000 a year for seven years.  Nominations for trustees are still being made by local Councils and we are grateful for the enthusiasm and support being shown so far.

· We are contributing £2.2 million towards a multi-million pound affordable housing scheme, involving Uttlesford, East Herts, Harlow and Braintree Councils.

· Stansted’s “Meet the Buyer” event, which puts local providers of goods and services in contact with airport buyers, will again be co-sponsored by Business Link Essex and will take place in September as part of “Essex in Boom!” business week.  Last year’s event generated £1.5 million in orders.

Growth beyond 25 mppa

We announced our intention, at the STACC meeting in April, to submit a planning application for permission to increase the airport’s capacity beyond the current limit of 25 mppa.  We have now published and circulated a Scoping Report about the expert studies which we propose to undertake so that the environmental effects of further growth can be properly assessed and considered.

It is unlikely that any additional major building developments, beyond those already approved, will be required to serve about 35 mppa.  Preliminary work suggests that the planning condition capping airborne noise that was imposed on the 25 mppa permission is unlikely to be exceeded at about 35 mppa.

We have started formal consultation on the Scoping Report, and we have already given a presentation on this subject to STACC’s Development Sub-Committee.  We are seeking the formal opinion of Uttlesford District Council, in association with other relevant bodies, on the scope of the Environmental Statement which will be required to accompany our formal application for planning permission, expected next Spring.

We will be undertaking extensive consultations with our stakeholders, and in the Autumn this will include a public exhibition that will tour local towns and villages.  The programme for this will be circulated in due course to local councillors and members of STACC.

HOME VALUE GUARANTEE SCHEME

To date, over 25% of homeowners within the proposed extended airport boundary have expressed a wish to sell their property.  Great care is being taken to ensure that any vacant property is let and occupied as quickly as possible, and where houses stand empty, appropriate security will be in place to ensure they are secure until occupied.

HOME OWNER SUPPORT SCHEME

The extended period of public consultation on the Scheme ended in May.  Over 270 responses were received from local residents, together with 15 other responses from a range of local organisations and councils.  We are grateful to all those who took part.  As with all genuine consultations, we wanted to take the views of as many people as possible, so the independent pollsters MORI conducted face-to-face interviews with over 500 local residents.  All views expressed are being considered carefully.

Feedback received was not as clear cut as many imagine, and some tough choices will have to be made in order to reflect the diverse range of opinions expressed and the many ideas put forward.  We hope to make a firm decision by the end of September, at which time we will announce our conclusion and the background to our decision.

NIGHT NOISE CONSULTATION

The DfT has launched a night noise  consultation that affects Heathrow, Gatwick and Stansted airports.  The document poses a number of questions, including whether to reduce departure noise limits by three decibels, and whether to ban quota count for aircraft from being scheduled or operating between 23:30 and 06:00 hrs.

The consultation closes on 29 October, with implementation of findings scheduled for October 2005.

NOISE COMMUNICATION PROGRAMME

A ‘drop-in’ exhibition and briefing on aircraft noise was held in Harlow in May, hosted by Bill Rammell MP and Harlow District Council, at which over 150 local residents had the opportunity to put their questions about aircraft noise and track keeping to senior staff from BAA Stansted and National Air Traffic Services.

The next exhibition and briefing will be held for the community in and around Thorley, and this will be hosted by Mark Prisk MP and the local parish council.

Our fourth annual noise seminar, held in Broxted, brought together over 90 council and community leaders, all of whom share a direct interest in noise issues and the sustainable operation of the airport.

A regular programme of visits continues to the Stansted Flight Evaluation Unit, and active encouragement is being given to councillors and community groups to visit the Unit for a briefing about its role and operation.
